MINUTES OF THE MEETING OF THE COMMUNITY PLAN WORKING PARTY HELD ON 14 JANUARY 2026 at 7.00PM

1. BACKGROUND.

The Chair had prepared a note of the key points outlined at the recent attendance of all members of the Working Party at the One Voice Wales training webinar on place and community planning. Following discussion, it was agreed that the focus should be on development of a community plan rather than a place plan with a focus on land use and alignment with the Vale Council’s local development plan. A copy of the Chair’s report is appended to these minutes for ongoing reference.

2. COLLECTION OF DATA.
It was noted that the Council already had available the results of the 2017 community survey as well as the two surveys of the needs of older persons in the community. It was agreed that this survey data should be taken into account rather than organise a new survey. It was also considered that the community plan should account for those matters where the Council had a direct influence as well as an indirect influence involving other bodies to act in identified matters. In terms of matters where the Council had direct influence, this would cover the following:
· Allotments
· Biodiversity
· Social events
· Llandough War Memorial Hall
· Environmental improvements
· Green spaces
· Play equipment
· Community transport.
Socio-economic data was also required it being noted that information available for Llandough on the Understanding Welsh Places website was incorporated into data covering Penarth. It was necessary therefore to look elsewhere for the relevant data. The Clerk agreed to obtain data from the latest census which was available on the Vale of Glamorgan’s website.
3. VISION.
It was agreed that a vision for the community should be developed which when agreed could be included on the website. It was imperative that the community should be given the opportunity to provide feedback on the draft community plan.
4. DESIGN OF COMMUNITY PLAN.
Councillor Gibson agreed to design the content of the plan using a product called Adobe Spark.
5. COMMUNITY ENGAGEMENT.
It was considered important to address the needs of all residents in the plan and also to give due regard to residents who were not familiar with any form of digital engagement. Councillor Gibson agreed to research suitable products to provide feedback to residents as well as any costs involved and to examine graphical feedback options. 
There was a need to endeavour to engage young people in the development of the plan which would require engagement with primary and secondary schools in the area. Councillors who served as Governors would be integral to forging closer links. It may be possible that the engagement of pupils would contribute to their school studies as well as qualifications. 
The need to have due regard to the historical background of Llandough was viewed as important noting that the Council had in its possession a written historical account which it had commissioned some years ago.
6. PARTNERSHIPS AND RESOURCES.

It was agreed that on completion of the draft plan, the matter off developing partnerships and access to resources would need to be considered.
