1. APPOINTMENT OF ACTING CHAIR.

RESOLVED that: Councillor T. Llewelyn be appointed as Acting Chair for the meeting.

2. DECLARATIONS OF PERSONAL AND PREJUDICIAL INTERESTS.

There were none declared.

3. MINUTES OF THE MEETING HELD ON 25 SEPTEMBER 2025.

RESOLVED that: The minutes of the meeting held on 25 September 2025 be confirmed as a correct record.

4. REPORT FROM THE POLICE.

The representative of the Police was not in attendance and a report on recent reported crime had not been received.

RESOLVED that: PCSO S. Byrne be requested to provide monthly statistics on reported crime in the community.



5. PUBLIC PARTICIPATION SESSION.

There were no members of the public in attendance.

6. MEETING WITH COUNCILLOR GEORGE CARROLL.

The following report was received from Councillor Carroll.

LECKWITH ROAD DEVELOPMENT

An application had now been submitted to build 30 flats on the Vale Car Sales site. Many residents had contacted him to express concerns. He remained of the view this site was not suitable for a development of this density. He had provided residents with guidance on submitting representations as part of the consultation, which was ongoing.

SPENCER DRIVE WASTE COLLECTIONS

He had raised concerns with the Vale Council about rubbish strewn across the grassed area on Tuesday. This could well have been caused by bags blowing around in the wind. All new bags issued by the Vale Council were weighted, so if any residents had unweighted bags, they should let him know and he would arrange replacement.

LECKWITH ROAD SPEED LIMIT

The Vale Council were currently consulting on plans to change the speed limit on Leckwith Road to 20mph, to bring it in line with the rest of the route through the village. Comments on the proposal would need to be  submitted by 7th November. 

LITTER BINS

These continued to be abused by a small minority, who used them to dispose of household waste. Dumping bagged rubbish next to bins constituted fly-tipping and enforcement action would be taken. In at least one recent instance, information was retrieved which might identify the perpetrator and this was being pursued. 

PAVEMENTS

He had received a few complaints about the state of pavements on the estate. The Council had arranged for moss to be cleared around Greenhaven Rise, and damaged surfaces were being inspected elsewhere.

9. DEMOCRACY AND BOUNDARY COMMISSION CYMRU – REVIEW OF ELECTORAL ARRANGEMENTS IN THE COUNTY BOROUGH OF THE VALE OF GLAMORGAN.

It was noted that the proposals would not impact on representation in the Llandough and Cwrtyrala area.

RESOLVED that: The consultation be noted.



10. DRAFT TIMETABLE OF MEETINGS FOR 2026.

RESOLVED that: The draft timetable prepared by the Clerk be approved.

11. REVIEW OF THE DEFAULT 20 MPH SPEED LIMITS IN THE VALE OF GLAMORGAN.

The Vale of Glamorgan was seeking views on the proposed changes to the current default 20 mph speed limits. It was noted that the only change for Llandough was the extension of the speed limit along Leckwith Road as detailed in the plan for this section of the road. This was in line with the proposed change submitted by the Community Council as part of the initial consultation.

RESOLVED that: The Vale of Glamorgan Council be informed that the Council fully supports the proposal for reducing the speed limit to 20 mph on the designated section of Leckwith Road.

12. REQUEST FOR DONATIONS.

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19. PLANNING APPLICATIONS.

The following planning application was considered:

Application No. 2025/00973/FUL
Vale Car Sales, Leckwith Road, Llandough
Proposed development of 30 affordable flats, access, parking, landscape, planting and associated works.

RESOLVED that: The application is not opposed in principle but the following comments be submitted to the Vale of Glamorgan Council:

a) Having regard to the nature of the flat’s development on the opposite side of Leckwith Road, there is a preference for a larger share of the development to be focussed on two-bedroom as well as a limited number of three-bedroom flats.
b) Such a change in the nature of the development would represent and acknowledge the need to provide homes for families at an ideal location being so close to recreational and play facilities.
c) The site could potentially be impacted by flooding issues and it is considered that a flood risk assessment should be undertaken and a flood mitigation plan be prepared in accordance with Para 10.2 of the technical advisory note No. 15 on ‘Development, Flooding and Coastal Erosion.’ It is the view of the Community Council that this site is highly vulnerable in relation to potential flood risks and these should be fully assessed before any planning permission is granted.
